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If you can make a mess, try:
Painting without brushes sticks or flowers Q-tips

toys (cars, dinosaurs, etc.)
Painting without paint
mashed berries
condensed milk, edible finger paint ice cubes/ water
Eye droppers with liquid watercolors on coffee filters
milk
shaving cream

What if there was NO product?

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Less mess, just as much process:
